Dynamite Prayer Initiative 
Starting in January, for 4 weeks, we 
will be inviting everyone to participate 
in a new breakthrough prayer 
opportunity called the Dynamite 
Prayer Initiative. The Bishop is inviting 
all churches in North and South Dakota and 
Minnesota to participate in reading Dynamite 
Prayer – A 28 Day Experiment. Important to 
note, this is a devotional, not a book. And takes 
maybe 5 or 10 minutes each day. Consider 
picking up your own copy for personal study or 
we’ll have copies available at 50% off in the 
entry way.  
If you would like to be a part of a group that 
discusses this devotional, Pastor Amy will be 
facilitating two different casual conversations 
over lunch at on Tuesdays noon to 1:00pm 
starting January 16th or over Zoom on 
Thursdays at 6:30 pm starting on Jan 18. There 
is a sign-up sheet in the entry way. 
Together, let’s ask God to break through with 
God’s power for new hopes and possibilities for 
our church and our own lives. It’s a good time of 
year and a wonderful opportunity to revive this 
important church-wide prayer practice.
