But 
sometimes it is easy for us to get stuck in the same 
old routine. This New Year let’s hit the “reset 
button,” so we can claim the fresh start God makes 
available to us. As we rediscover our true identity 
in the love of God, we will discover new purpose 
and, guided by the compass of God’s values, head 
off in an exciting God-given direction!    
 

This Sunday — Reset Purposefully on 
Prayer Part 2 | Matthew 7: 7-11   
Spending time with God enables us to start our year with intention. Centered living comes from 
understanding God’s purpose in this season.

Together, let’s ask God to break through with 
God’s power for new hopes and possibilities for 
our church and our own lives. It’s a good time of 
year and a wonderful opportunity to revive this 
important church-wide prayer practice.
