This New Year let’s hit the “reset
button,” so we can claim the fresh start God makes
available to us. As we rediscover our true identity
in the love of God, we will discover new purpose
and, guided by the compass of God’s values, head
off in an exciting God-given direction!

2 Timothy 1:6-9 (NIV)

In his relationship with his young protégé Timothy, Paul modeled what it looked like to live out of a
spirit of power not a spirit of fear. How might our efforts to live from a spirit of power strengthen our
relationships, families, church and community?

For this reason I remind you to fan into flame the gift of God, which is in you through the laying on of
my hands. For the Spirit God gave us does not make us timid, but gives us power, love and self-
discipline. So do not be ashamed of the testimony about our Lord or of me his prisoner. Rather, join
with me in suffering for the gospel, by the power of God. He has saved us and called us to a holy life—
not because of anything we have done but because of his own purpose and grace. This grace was given
us in Christ Jesus before the beginning of time. 2 Timothy 1:6-9 (NIV)
