Sermon Series—Through the Valley: A Lenten Series  
Just as Jesus wandered in the wilderness for forty days, so too can 
we feel like we are wandering in the wilderness, as we face 
hardships, grief, temptations, and injustices. This Lent, we will 
discover what it means to wander these parts of life in honesty with 
God through the practice of lament. We will learn how crying out to 
God in our need can help us to fully embrace what it means to be 
human beings held and loved by a God we can trust. We will learn 
that even through the darkest valleys, Jesus both goes ahead of us and walks with us.   

This Sunday — Honesty Leads to Hope | Lamentations 3:19-24 
In a world of “either/or,” lament can bring us to a more honest place of “both/and.” We can both 
reckon with the full weight of our sorrows and experience hope in our faithful, loving God. 
 

Scripture Reading  | Lamentations 3:19-24 
I remember my affliction and my wandering, 
    the bitterness and the gall. 
I well remember them, 
    and my soul is downcast within me. 
Yet this I call to mind 
    and therefore I have hope: 
Because of the Lord’s great love we are not consumed, 
    for his compassions never fail. 
They are new every morning; 
    great is your faithfulness. 
I say to myself, “The Lord is my portion; 
    therefore I will wait for him.” 
This is the Word of God for the people of God
